Subject to Audit

The figures given in this report are included in the overall accounts of the Chartered Institute of Housing which are subject to external audit and, as such, are subject to any change that may be required.

Funding arrangements

The funding arrangements for the branch are determined by the Council of the Chartered Institute of Housing which has a formula for allocating core funding for branch and regional committees.

· The South East Region, in keeping with other regions, receives £1,333 plus £10 per member towards it administrative and activity costs.  This is known as the annual allocation.

· Committees may retain any surpluses generated from conferences and events so long as these are used during the financial year.

· Committees may carry forward up to 25% of the annual allocation if the net outturn shows an underspend of more than 5% at the year end.
